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Coming SoonÐ Hilltop Drive a Streetscape Boulevard!
Business Groups and the City of Redding to
Host Important Project Information Meeting

The Hilltop Hotel Business Improvement District, in partnership with the Shasta College Small
Business Development Center, the City of Redding, Redding Redevelopment Agency, the
Greater Redding Chamber of Commerce, and the Redding Electric Utility are hosting a
proactive business forum for Hilltop area businesses on May 6, 2008 from 3pm to 5pm at CR
Gibbs on Hilltop Drive.  The purpose of the forum/meeting is to update the community and
Hilltop area businesses about the impending construction of the long awaited street
beautification, landscape improvements and utility undergrounding along Hilltop Drive Ð from
Hwy 44 to Cypress Avenue.

Minimizing impacts to area businesses during construction of the landscaped medians, sidewalk
demolition, utility trench work and replacement of sidewalks is of utmost importance to area
business groups and the City of Redding.  The Hilltop Streetscape project, as defined, was let
out for bid in late March with bid opening scheduled for April 22, 2008 and construction
expected to commence early this summer.  This project is scheduled to take about 18 months
for construction and, although every business will be accessible during the entire construction
period, we are committed to educating the community about the level of importance the Hilltop
Drive business corridor has on the local economy.  For example, did you know, it is estimated
that just the lodging properties alone in the Hilltop Drive area account for more than 65 percent
of the hotel revenue for the community?  In real dollars, this amounts to about $26 million
annually coming in to Redding hotels.  Additionally, these travelers spend millions of dollars on
other services such as restaurants and shopping.

Hilltop area business leaders want Redding residents to know that their continued support of
Hilltop businesses is extremely important for not only the revenue to the businesses
themselves, but the tax dollars that provide much needed services to the entire Redding
community.  The upcoming business forum/meeting for Hilltop area business and property
owners will include a project update, construction schedule, traffic impact information, small
business counseling, promotional ideas, and co-op advertising opportunities during the
construction period.  In addition to the forum, a website will be established very soon providing
construction updates and business promotion opportunities.  Additional workshops may be
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scheduled following the May 6th meeting.   These forums/workshops will provide an opportunity
for business and property owners to interact with the City of Redding Engineering Department
and Redding Electric Utility and gain valuable information about the construction process.
